Advantages:

1. Low Price 

2. Secure connection – your IP address continually changes 

3. Offered in rural areas 
Disadvantage:

1. Slow speed 
Broadband 

Advantages:

1. High speeds
2. Telephone line is not necessary
3. Your Internet connection stays active
4. Your phone line is open for telephone calls
Disadvantages:

1. High price
2. Security concerns - firewall
3. Congestion on the lines
Wireless Broadband – as above but with the advantage of being cable free but with security issues if not properly protected.

· To update software go to relevant website and download updates

· To delete temporary files go to the Tools Menu select Internet Options and you have an option to delete the temporary files this then speeds up the computer

· History stores a list of recently visited websites good for quick access this can be edited Tool Menu select Internet Options.  You can then clear the history folder and you can also change the number of days this information is stored for.

· To publish information onto a website you need to register and obtain a username and password – example facebook, friends reunited, myspace

· Main elements of Data Protection Act are information needs to be kept confidential and secure, current and up to date

· A firewall helps to limit online access to only those with proper authorization. This helps to block viruses.

· Passwords are to prevent anyone else accessing your e-mail etc security questions can also be used.
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
