Excel – Formulae and cell referencing

The following spreadsheet totals have been calculated and entered into the cells.
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Excel has the function to do the calculating work for you.

We could use the ‘SUM’ function to do this.

This will find the total of a number of cells automatically.

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You would not want to copy the weekly totals over for each week.

Excel could complete this ‘Summary’ sheet automatically by using sheet references.

Look at the screen shot below.
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Each line in this column is finding the difference between the ‘Takings’ and the ‘Costs’ for each day.





The bottom row is adding each column to find a weekly total for ‘Takings’ ‘Costs’ and ‘Profit’.





The columns are calculated as normal using the ‘=sum’ function.





To reference a cell from another sheet the function ‘=(sheetname!cellnumber)’ can be used to save manually copying the information over.
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
